ELIGIBILITY
Applicants must:

e be currently studying in the final year of their teaching course in university towards being a
junior secondary level Japanese teacher in Australia, or have graduated from a teaching
course on a junior secondary level in Australia within the past two years and be actively
seeking teaching work.

e not be a native or near-native Japanese speaker.

e be able to read Hiragana and Katakana without any difficulty.

e be at least JLPT N5 level of Japanese language proficiency.

e be able to attend each day in full.
