researchers to show more leadership to create a dynamic community of scholars whose work is
read by non-Japanese studies people. But | don't know what roles you can play to encourage that,
when serious scholars tend to be busy building their reputation in their own disciplines, and senior
ones in Japanese Studies are usually busy creating a cosy playground by keeping the little power
to themselves.

While the idea of having a stronger presence in a
community like ASAA is good, the reality is that much of Asian Studies suffers from the same kind
of mediocrity and irrelevance outside its niche 'market’, so spending energy getting involved in
them doesn't produce useful results. How about you create a parallel initiative to move away from
the language of 'Japanese Studies' in new initiatives, and have a non Japanese Studies audience
in mind when circulating information over time (e.g. create a new channel of communication), while
continuing to do what you've done for the JS community so nobody feels threatened. The
alternative is to keep a small niche community as is the status quo--that's fine, too, if you have the
spirit of why fix what's not broken. You may not even have the right resources, capacity or
expertise at your end to do these things. You could start by hiring a new research officer with a
PhD at JF, and do some staff exchange with reputable foundations so you can get to know how
they do innovative things.
